The proposed Terrorism Prevention and Investigation Measures retain many control order
restrictions, are crucially still outside of the criminal justice system of investigation, arrest,
charge and conviction, and are initiated by the Home Secretary rather than police or prosecutors.

Control orders were always intended to be temporary, but they have been renewed year after
year. They have proven both unsafe and unfair; around 15% of ‘controlees’ have disappeared
and innocent men and their families have been punished for years on end.
